Presentation/discussion:

Judith Andrew explained they are opening a metaphysical boutique carrying such items as incense, candle, stones, and crystals. They may host some workshops for the public. They will meet in the back or larger groups may use the gallery.
The shop is 640 sq. ft. on the first floor with a small office upstairs of 150 sq. ft. Hours will be Monday-Saturday, 11-5 and some evenings 7-9. They are renting the east side of the building from the art gallery. As for the volume of customers, they hope 20-30 per day. They are not sure this is a change of use as they have items for sale, restroom is the same, trash is the same. CEO Miller clarified the change of use is from an assembly to mercantile. The previous gift shop was an accessory to the art gallery, and now this shop will be a primary use.

Presentation/discussion:

Sandra LaBelle noted she is re-opening her hair salon, this time at 2 Main, suite 7. This is an existing business, as she was on Market Street for 20 years and at Hairtique for 4 years. Her business will be behind the new dog grooming shop. Trash is not much – one or two bags a week, and there is a dumpster onsite. She has a sharps container for razors. Janet from Shear Images will be splitting the space with her. The board asked about electric service and she feels there is sufficient electric there. She has health department inspections, but no permit required from them.

CEO Miller inquired about her plans for signage. She has thought about it, but hasn’t decided yet. Miller informed there is a restriction as to how large signs can be, based on the allowable code of 2 sq. ft. for lineal foot of building frontage. She will have to work that out with the building owner and the other tenants. Her unit has been vacant for some time and was previously a counseling office.

SEQR was discussed with Board agreeing all Part 2 questions should be answered with “No, or small impact may occur.”  

· Member Switzer moved, Member Selig seconded unanimously carried determining this an Unlisted Action on SEQR per NYCRR 617.7.
· Member Switzer moved, Member McCarthy seconded, unanimously carried determining the project will not result in any large and important impact(s) and, therefore, is one which will not have a significant impact on the environment; therefore a negative declaration is granted. 
· Member Switzer moved, Member Selig seconded, unanimously carried to approve the application as submitted with the understanding that future signage will go through the proper Building Department channels.

Change of use from vacant to ambulance operations
Presentation/discussion:

Chair Appleby announced that a decision was not reached at the ZBA meeting of February 5, 2015 regarding the use variance, so this application will be tabled until next month.
Chief Cody Dean went on to explain they have run out of room at 38 Market Street and the fire department requires the space ambulance currently occupies. He noted there were a number of comments made at the public hearing and they are evaluating them. Ambulances would be parked outside at 52 State Street; they would be plugged into heaters so as not to idle outside. They have looked at all available space in the village and surrounding areas and 52 State seems to be the best fit. They are looking for a home-type structure. They would need some additional parking lot lighting, but they will be cautious about light spillover. Also necessary would be poles for the electric heaters. Ambulances and the fly car would park on the east property line, pointing west. Staff cars could park near the old hearse entrance. When asked if they would widen the drive, Dean said he does not feel a need for it now. The board asked about a privacy fence and Dean said they had no intent initially, but with the public comments made, they will consider it. Perhaps a fence along the east property line, maybe arborvitae along south edge. When asked about vandalism concerns, Dean noted they are there 24 hours a day. He stated they have about 50 volunteers and 29 career staff employees. The board wondered if they will use the entire building. Dean replied if they fill in the basement and first floor, they may consider using the 2nd floor. BVAC will be a renting tenant. 
Chair Appleby said he would consider a Planning Board public hearing after reading the ZBA minutes. He also indicated the board would like a tour of the building. Chief Dean feels most of the concerns brought up at the hearing can be easily remedied and siren use would be minimal. 

The board asked about signage. They would like to emulate what Village Hall has on the existing sign post. When asked if parking would still be allowed in front of the building, Dean said they don’t anticipate any problems entering/exiting right now. There was a suggestion of leaving a 6-ft. no parking area on either side of the driveway. The board voiced concern about noise and impact to residents nearby. There will be more activity than when it was a funeral home. Dean replied during daytime there are 4 on staff, evening is 2-3. Monthly staff meeting would involve 20-30 people. Board meetings draw about 10 people. If it’s a large event, they would use municipal parking nearby.

OTHER BUSINESS:

· Chair Appleby mentioned he was looking through SEQR manual and discovered some information allowing us to establish our own Type 2 list. He will copy it and get it to members. Member Switzer is attending the March 19 meeting on SEQR as is McCarthy. May further discuss this topic in April.
