February 8, 2022 
Arrest:  Police arrested Nicholas B. Stumpf, 33 years old of Hamlin, NY, on a Bench Warrant who was subsequently turned over to the Brockport Police Department from the Monroe County Sheriff’s Office. Stumpf was charged with the Misdemeanor charge of Aggravated Unlicensed Operator in the second and third degree as well as Leaving the Scene of a Property Damage accident and multiple other violations of the New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law.
